What’s cooking at Creekside?  
Chicken Stew is on the menu this week for our dogs and cats (yes, our cats will eat it!)   Use a whole fryer chicken (organic if possible.)  Remove organ meat from cavity and add to pot along with the whole chicken fill with water to cover the bird - the neck can be fed raw to your dog or boiled with the rest of the bird.  Once chicken is completely cooked remove from broth, debone and remove skin.  Add chicken meat back to broth along with a handful of millet or other quality grain.  Also add fresh or frozen veggies (carrots, broccoli, mixed veggies) and bring to a boil. Lower heat and simmer until grain and vegetables are cooked.  I like to add a bit of turmeric to this stew as it is a powerful anti inflammatory herb.  Cool before serving and refrigerate for days of wonderful meals for your dog.  Use alone or as an additive to your dog’s kibble for one happy, healthy pooch.
